Are your school library closed? Use the Ask the Children’s Library. Children’s librarians from all over Sweden answers questions from children. We cooperated with the service for adults Ask the Library and Ordbron. 

Ordbron answers (even questions from children) in many languages.

If you just need help finding the information on the Children’s Library ask BokMalin sleeping on the front page. She can also answer simple questions about books and give you book reviews.
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Skrivboken  (The writing book) 

To the writing book children can add their poems, rhymes, stories and comic strips. Here you also find information from the publishers about publishing, a list of writing camps and some writing instructions.

Nattpäron

During 2006-2007 we cooperate with a mobile exhibition called  Nattpäron. Nattpäron also is a book published by Rabén and Bonnier Carlsen. The Children’s library collects and publishes texts, audio- and picture stories from the children having visited the exhibition. Or being inspired by the book to create his or hers own story.

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What is the CHILDREN’S library?

Barnens bibliotek is a national website financed by the Swedish national Council for Cultural Affairs and administrated by The Region Library of Västra Götaland. 

Children and young people up till app age 14 are the main target group. Children are also in several ways involved in the work with the site – as   writers of book reviews and other stuff, reporters, voices, Sign language actors and critics. They guide us, through their questions and wishes, what new functions and pages we create. 
Our mission is reading promotion. The quizzes, puzzles, memory and contests nearly always concern books and reading. Let also your pupils explore and take part in the children’s library.

READ AND WRITE BOOK REviews

Search for book reviews and let the children write about their own favourite books. There are thousands of books reviewed to search among. Does your school want its own space. Send a mail to us and we will add you. katarina@barnensbibliotek.se. 
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In The Children’s and Teenager Book Catalogue you can write what you think about the book or create you own book list with the function My books. We also have book reviews in sign language. You can search books by category, subject and on easy to read. In The Children’s and Teenager Book Catalogue we also have information about books in other languages then Swedish published in Sweden.

IN Christinas bok reviews you will find information about a major part of books for children and teenagers published since 1999. 
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Participate in the Book juryn contest

Here you will find a list of 100 recommended books, information about the contest and ideas how to work with the contest in your schoool or library. Note that at the Book Jury pages you will only find the 100 recommended books. These titles also have a presentation in speech and in sign language. BUT you can always vote on any book published this year! We recommend you to vote via The Children’s and Teenager Book Catalogue where all books are listed. You can find more instructions under ”Rösta i Bokjuryn”. 

If you want statistics from the voting in your school please let us know and we will email you a login to the voting database after the voting is closed. 

Animated Stories

When children seek for more information about books you will find good links under Kolla – Bokfigurer (Book characters). If they want to know more about an author show them Kolla – Författare (authors) and Läs (read)– Intervjuer (interviews). Children do the interviews. We also invite authors to join a chat session at evening hours and you will find a edited transcript of the chats at our website.
